In 2021, English only was the most common English-proficiency response among
residents in Kingston (C) (Vic.), accounting for 70.5% (111,535 people). This share was
higher than Greater Melbourne (611%). Since 2016, the biggest change was in English
only, which increased by 7,128 people and 1.5 percentage points.

Proficiency in English records how well people say they speak English, with the
question mainly relevant for people who use a language other than English at home. It
is a self-assessed measure of spoken English rather than a formal test.

This topic helps identify where interpreting, translated information, and targeted
service communication may be needed. It is most informative when read alongside
language used at home, birthplace, and year of arrival.
