In 2021, Year 12 or Equivalent was the most common schooling level among residents
aged 15 and over in South Gippsland (S), accounting for 41.5% (10,560 people). This
share was lower than Regional Vic. (44.5%). Since 2016, the biggest change was in Year
12 or Equivalent, which increased by 2,196 people and 6 percentage points.
